SELF-DRIVE

It’s a beautiful drive up to Mt Buller through 
scenic valleys and along country highways.

All vehicles entering Mt Buller or Mt Stirling 
must carry wheel chains during the snow 
season. Wheel chains must be carried by any 
vehicle heading beyond Mirimbah Park up to 
Mt Buller or Mt Stirling. Various outlets rent 
wheel chains in Mansfield and will show you 
how to fit them.

VILLAGE EXPRESS PARK & RIDE

Great news for day visitors - drive to 
Mirimbah at the bottom of the mountain, 
park the car and let the Village Express 
coach deliver you to the village. 

No wheel chains, no snow driving and no 
fuss.  Available	on	weekends	in	July	and	
August.	Enjoy the convenience and book 
online before your visit to reserve a seat.

WHERE IS MT BULLER EXACTLY?

Mansfield is a bustling town  
45kms from Mt Buller and is the  
ideal place to stop for a snack, rent 
snow gear and collect wheel chains.

Mirimbah resort entry gate to drive directly up to the  
car parks - no need to queue or stop.

before you visit to secure your place.

Making	a	day	trip	on	a	peak	weekend	in	July	or	August?		
Book a seat on the Village Express Park & Ride service for a 
relaxing coach ride up the mountain and skip renting wheel 

chains by parking at the base of the resort (Mirimbah).

BEFORE YOU ENTER THE RESORT

Collect	wheel	chains for your vehicle if you are driving up 
beyond Mirimbah Park. Chains must be carried every day of 
the snow season and can be rented in Mansfield or Merrijig.
